(A Lesson in Patterns)

Learning Objective:

Students will discover a pattern that occurs in hand

shaking scenarios.  Students will show diverse ways that a pattern exists. (chart, dot pattern, and strings)

Language Objective:

Explain the way the pattern works. Pattern, Solution, Dot Pattern, “Introduce yourselves”

Materials:
Poster paper, string, people chart, Think Cards
Procedure:

REVIEW GROUP NORMS!
1. Model proper handshaking procedure (or alternate culturally responsive gestures such as pounding fists together)  

2. Model handshaking with 0, 1, 2, 3 people and keep tally on chart paper.  Use string to demonstrate handshakes.  Record your findings on the data chart.  Introduce using dot pattern to represent strings. 
	· CHECK POINT!!!  Explain the pattern you have found so far!


3.  Ask class to predict how many single handshakes would take place if there were four people in a room.

4. Break into groups of 4 and test hypothesis.  Use string to count.  
5. Pull back in and record number of handshakes for four people on chart.  Now model 5 handshakes in front of the class.  Write number of handshakes on people chart.

6. Student will now fill in their predictions on handshakes for 6,7, and 8 people.
7. Pull group back in, have students share predictions, key in on strategies for predicting.  Discuss the general pattern.
