Draw a pictorial representational of your mix and label it with the fraction parts so the King can make it for his bride in the future as they spend the rest of their lives together.

We are going to make a trail mix with 6 total parts.  So, our denominator will be _____!

Step one: Fill one scoop with one of your favorite ingredients! Then color in one of the fraction bars on the picture.  Make sure you label the ingredient so the King knows what it is!  That is one part out of a total of a total of 6 parts.  What is the fraction?  Make sure you label it!
Step two: Fill the scoop with an ingredient (it can be the same ingredient or a different ingredient).  Color in the picture, and label the fraction.

Step three: Continue like this until you have filled the picture using all 6 parts!
So, you have proven yourself a master in the kitchen! There are some chefs that are in desperate need of help.  You should have received a recipe card from your teacher.  Use the ingredients list and these measuring cups to help the chefs by filling them up.  
You will notice that the measuring cups are blank.  Each measuring cup is equal to one cup.  So, you must figure out how to divide the cups into parts and then shade in the appropriate amount (Hint: what do you know about the “parts” of fractions?!?).  Make sure you label the ingredient underneath!  Finally, answer the bonus question! (YOU MIGHT NOT NEED ALL OF THE CUPS)
