Working with a Schedule

Lesson Objectives

Students will be able to:

· Read a schedule to determine when events or activities occur, how long they last

· Convert digital time into analog

· Read through a real-world problem and determine what the problem is asking

· Explain his/her approach to reading a schedule
Language Objectives

Students will be able to:

· Describe activities in a schedule using either of these sentence frames:
· Recess begins at 



.  It lasts until 1:30.  Recess is 


 minutes long.

· Kevin starts to brush his teeth at 



.  He finishes at 7:30.  He brushes his teeth for 


 minutes.
Materials

· Chart paper to record student responses

· A prompt for each student

· At least one sentence frame for each student

Warm Up 

1. Draw a brief schedule on the board and ask some questions about it:
	7:00
	Wake up 

	7:15
	Brush teeth

	
	Have breakfast

	7:45
	


a. What time does this person brush his teeth?  How would this look on the circular (analog) clock? Draw it on the board.
b. This schedule marks every 15 minutes.  What time is 15 minutes after 7:15? Mark this time after 7:15.
c. If this person starts to eat breakfast at 7:30 and finishes at 8:00, how long does he spend eating breakfast?

Procedures

1. Post and read objectives aloud with students.  
2. Hand out prompts
3. Link to student prior knowledge – connect to analog clock lessons?
a. Sometimes we want to plan what we’re going to do each day, so we’ll write down everything on a schedule.  Today we’re going to use Kevin’s schedule to figure out: 1) What activities he does? 2) When he does them? 3)How long those activities last?
4. Review the schedule.  Read question 1.  Ask students to help the whole class fill in those times.  Direct students to continue the activity.
5. When students are finished with the activity, they should complete a sentence frame about the schedule.
6. Bring the group back to a whole-class discussion.  
a. Remind the class of the rules for sharing: be respectful listeners by being quiet and giving the speaker a chance to speak, if you have a disagreement or a question raise your hand and phrase it in a positive way, and follow the speaker with your eyes. 
7. Review the answers to the activity.  
a. They may explain from their seats or write on the board to make their thoughts clear (there will be a chart on the board for students to write their answers on).  
b. Ask other students to restate their ideas, or ask questions.
Closure

· Ask students to share their sentence frames.
